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 Make “I love…” statements, i.e., I love broccoli.       


 If children love “it” also, they stand up.  If not, children remain seated.    


Note:  Make statements, at various speeds, i.e., slowly, then quickly, or quietly, loudly.

OBJECT LESSON





Materials: 1 bag; various objects such as a picture of family, a comb, ad for Papa John’s Pizza, a radio, etc.; a couple of items that are beat up and broken, dirty and dusty; a Bible covered in dust





Discuss the concept that:


 When we love something, we take care of it.


 When we love something, we clean it.


 When we love something, we spend time with it.





Just like we take care of things that we love, we should also do the same for God.  We enjoy spending time with people we love, so God wants us to show Him how much we love Him by spending time with Him.
